· Serving 15 years on the Conservation Commission.

· Preserving land and mapping trails at Wagon Hill Farm, Durham Point Road, Longmarsh Road, Packers Falls Road, and Wiswall Falls as well as numerous other conservation projects within the Town.

· Founding member of the Lamprey River Watershed Association and the Lamprey River Advisory Committee.

· Sharing his artistic talent by creating the beloved three-dimensional topographic map located in the Durham Town Office lobby which gives context to the Town’s protected land to all who visit the Town Office.

· Sharing his love of the land, of nature, and of history through his many beautiful paintings of Durham scenes. And;

WHEREAS, the Durham Town Council has determined that the request to so honor John Woodsum Hatch fulfills all six criteria of Resolution #2002-13; 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Durham Town Council, the governing body of the Town of Durham, New Hampshire, does hereby adopt Resolution #2013-22 accepting the recommendation forwarded by the Department of Public Works to name the Wiswall Dam Park the “John Hatch Park at Wiswall Falls” after the late John Woodsum Hatch.
