GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR BIDDING AND CONTRACTS FOR

NATURE OF PROPOSAL AND ELIGIBILITY TO BID. The proposal is submitted in accordance with Section 5.13, Purchasing Procedure, of the Durham Town Charter and Section 10 of the Town's Purchasing Policies and Procedures manual and rules promulgated thereunder and constitutes a firm and binding offer. The determination of whether a bid proposal may be withdrawn is solely at the discretion of the Town Administrator.  However, in no event shall a proposal be withdrawn unless the request for withdrawal is filed within five days of the date of the bid opening and the bidder establishes that the bid contains a material mistake and that the mistake occurred despite the exercise of reasonable care.

BIDS. Bids must be received at Durham Public Works before the date and time specified for the opening. Bids must be made on the official bid proposal and must be typed or clearly printed in ink.
