AGENDA DESCRIPTION:

Two years after President Lincoln signed the Emancipation Proclamation, Union troops
arrived in Galveston Bay Texas with the first news of the emancipation of enslaved
African Americans. “More than 250,000 African Americans embraced freedom by
executive decree in what became known as Juneteenth or Freedom Day” according to
the Nation Museum of African American History and Culture (read more at

https:/ /nmaahc.si.edu/juneteenth).

Resolution 269 of the US Senate passed unanimously in 2021 recognizing June 19th as
“Juneteenth Independence Day.” President Biden then signed the Juneteenth National
Independence Day Act into law making Juneteenth a Federal Holiday. New Hampshire
was one of the last states in the country to recognize Juneteenth, and last year it became
a paid holiday for Town employees.

Durham is reaffirming its previous joining of the long list of communities, which it also
did in 2024 through Resolution #2024-15, that recognize Juneteenth Independence Day
by passing the proposed resolution.
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There are variations, albeit minor, in the reported history around Juneteenth. For
example, some sources state it was celebrated in Texas in the years after 1865 while
other sources say it was celebrated in Texas and southwestern states. The resolution, as
presented, relies on the US Senate resolution for the holiday’s background, and on the
Presidential Proclamation about Juneteenth’s significance to all Americans. Both the
Senate resolution and the Presidential Proclamation are provided below. The text
highlighted in blue is used in Durham’s resolution as presented.

Lastly, there is significant concern and frustration about what is called the
“misappropriation” of Juneteenth for commercial, political and other purposes. Jemar
Tisby reminds us in a Boston Globe opinion piece

(https:/ /www.bostonglobe.com/2021/06/17/opinion/unintended-consequences-
making-juneteenth-national-holiday /?event=event12) that “In the clamor to show that
Juneteenth is important to all people, Black people should maintain their central place
in the story.” He goes on to say “Instead of succumbing to lazy historical memory,
Juneteenth should be an opportunity to educate and reeducate people about slavery,
racism, white supremacy, and Black resistance.... We need to speak of the monumental
efforts Black people took to wrestle their freedom from the clutches of injustice.”

2021 Senate Resolution 269

A resolution designating June 19, 2021, as "Juneteenth Independence Day" in
recognition of June 19, 1865, the date on which news of the end of slavery reached the
slaves in the Southwestern States.

Whereas news of the end of slavery did not reach the frontier areas of the United States,
in particular the State of Texas and the other Southwestern States, until months after
the conclusion of the Civil War, more than 2% years after President Abraham
Lincoln issued the Emancipation Proclamation on January 1, 1863;

Whereas, on June 19, 1865, Union soldiers, led by Major General Gordon Granger,
arrived in Galveston, Texas, with news that the Civil War had ended and the
enslaved were free;

Whereas African Americans who had been slaves in the Southwest celebrated June 19,
commonly known as “Juneteenth Independence Day”, as inspiration and
encouragement for future generations;

Whereas African Americans from the Southwest have continued the tradition of
observing Juneteenth Independence Day for more than 150 years;
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Whereas Juneteenth Independence Day began as a holiday in the State of Texas and is
now celebrated in 48 States and the District of Columbia as a special day of
observance in recognition of the emancipation of all slaves in the United States;

Whereas Juneteenth Independence Day celebrations have been held to honor African-
American freedom while encouraging self-development and respect for all cultures;

Whereas the faith and strength of character demonstrated by former slaves and the
descendants of former slaves remain an example for all people of the United States,
regardless of background, religion, or race;

Whereas slavery was not officially abolished until the ratification of the 13th
Amendment to the Constitution of the United States in December 1865; and

Whereas, over the course of its history, the United States has grown into a symbol of
democracy and freedom around the world: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Senate —
(1) designates June 19, 2021, as “Juneteenth Independence Day”;

(2) recognizes the historical significance of Juneteenth Independence Day to the
United States;

(3) supports the continued nationwide celebration of Juneteenth Independence Day
to provide an opportunity for the people of the United States to learn more
about the past and to better understand the experiences that have shaped the
United States; and

(4) recognizes that the observance of the end of slavery is part of the history and
heritage of the United States.

A Proclamation on Juneteenth Day of Observance, 2021,
President Joseph Biden, June 18, 2021

NOW, THEREFORE, I, JOSEPH R. BIDEN JR., President of the United States of
America, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws of the
United States, do hereby proclaim June 19, 2022, as Juneteenth Day of Observance. I
call upon the people of the United States to acknowledge and condemn the history of
slavery in our Nation and recognize how the impact of America’s original sin

remains. I call on every American to celebrate the emancipation of all Black Americans
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and commit together to eradicate systemic racism and inequity that can never be
tolerated and must always be fought against.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, I have hereunto set my hand this seventeenth day of June,
in the year of our Lord two thousand twenty-two, and of the Independence of the
United States of America the two hundred and forty-sixth.

RESOLUTION #2026-08 OF DURHAM, NEW HAMPSHIRE

REAFFIRMING JUNETEENTH INDEPENDENCE DAY AS A LEGALLY RECOGNIZED HOLIDAY
AND REAFFIRMING DURHAM’S OPPOSITION TO ANY FORM OF OPPRESSION.

WHEREAS, news of the end of slavery did not reach the frontier areas of the
United States, in particular the State of Texas and the other Southwestern States, until
months after the conclusion of the Civil War, more than 2% years after President
Abraham Lincoln issued the Emancipation Proclamation on January 1, 1863; and

WHEREAS, on June 19, 1865, Union soldiers, led by Major General Gordon
Granger, arrived in Galveston, Texas, with news that the Civil War had ended and the
enslaved were free; and

WHEREAS, African Americans who had been slaves in the Southwest
celebrated June 19, commonly known as “Juneteenth Independence Day”, as
inspiration and encouragement for future generations; and

WHEREAS, African Americans from the Southwest have continued the
tradition of observing Juneteenth Independence Day for more than 150 years; and

WHEREAS, Juneteenth Independence Day is now a recognized federal holiday
as a special day of observance in recognition of the emancipation of all slaves in the
United States and is now a Durham Town Holiday for non-union personnel;

WHEREAS, Juneteenth Independence Day celebrations have been held to
honor African-American freedom while encouraging self-development and respect for
all cultures; and

WHEREAS, the faith and strength of character demonstrated by former slaves
and the descendants of former slaves remain an example for all people of the United
States, regardless of background, religion, or race; and

WHEREAS, systems of oppression including Jim Crow, sharecropping and
redlining diminished African American wealth into the twentieth century, and
inequities remain to this day; and

WHEREAS, the Juneteenth Presidential Proclamation calls for Americans to
celebrate the emancipation of all Black Americans and commit together to eradicate
systemic racism that can never be tolerated and must always be fought against; and

WHEREAS, slavery was legal, condoned, and existed in Durham for many
years; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Durham has a long history of supporting
emancipation and the rights of every human, including recognition in the Congress-
ional Record of May 21, 1838, of the pro-abolition acts of Lucy Parker and 118 other
women of Durham in the State of New Hampshire.

WHEREAS, the Town of Durham first adopted Resolution #2023-17 on June 5,
2023, recognizing Juneteenth Independence Day as a local holiday.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Durham Town Council, the
governing and legislative body of the Town of Durham, New Hampshire, does hereby
adopt Resolution #2026-08 reaffirming its recognition of June 19t this year and each
year going forward as Juneteenth Independence Day to provide an opportunity for the
people of Durham to learn more about the past and to better understand the
experiences that have shaped the United States.

NOW BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Juneteenth Independence Day
recognizes the important role of emancipation, and that the Town of Durham respects
the dignity of every human being and opposes any form of oppression.

AGENDA DESCRIPTION:

Each year the Town receives requests for property tax abatements. The deadline for
tiling abatement requests is March 2, 2026. The Town must respond to the
applicants in writing by July 1, 2026, or the application is automatically denied.

The Assessor’s Office has reviewed abatement requests received to date, conducted
site inspections, and met with those property owners or tax representatives who
requested a meeting. These inspections and meetings have been held on an ongoing
basis. Once these meetings concluded, the Assessor reviewed the requests in more
detail and formulated recommendations. If the taxpayer has appealed their
assessment with the municipality and is dissatisfied with the decision of the Town,
they may appeal the abatement to either the New Hampshire Board of Tax and Land
Appeals or Superior Court, but not both.

Durham Public Works submitted an application to NHDES as part of their project
solicitation in December 2025. On January 2, 2026, DPW was notified that the Town
was offered an NHDES grant for this project in the amount of $60,000.

Background:

Customers of the UNH/Durham Water System receive water to their homes and
businesses via “service lines,” ownership of which is split between the Water System
and the customer at a curb stop (shown in the figure below). Many service lines in
Durham were installed many years ago and records of pipe materials are limited,
and the publicly-owned portion of service lines are often installed years prior to the
privately owned piping in preparation for future development. Due to these factors,
there are many service lines in Durham with no written record of pipe material type.

US Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and NHDES required that the
UNH/Durham Water System, in addition to other water systems, create an
inventory of their service lines throughout their distribution systems, paying special
attention to any lead service lines that will need to be replaced, and submit an initial
service line inventory to NHDES. This inventory is required to be updated and
resubmitted annually.

The Town’s inventory of service lines associated with the UNH/Durham Water
System includes approximately 770 service lines with an “unknown” material type.
There are currently no known GRR or lead service lines in Durham.

Multiple tasks associated with the LSLI have already been completed by the Town
and UNH/Durham Water System. The LSLI was last updated and submitted in
November 2025, followed by notification letters to each property served by a service
line on Durham’s LSLI to notify them that their service line material is unknown.
Approximately 100 service lines material types were identified since the last LSLI
update in 2024, most of which were identified during the recent Madbury Road
Water & Sewer Improvement Project.

The goals of this LSLI Field Investigation are the following:

1. Physically Identify Unknown Water Service Line Materials -This project
will assist in identifying water service line materials. Service lines will be
selected for investigation beginning with the oldest “unknown” service lines
in the UNH/Durham Water System’s Lead Service Line Inventory. A
contractor will be procured to complete all investigations using a standard
public bid process in accordance with the Town of Durham’s Purchasing
Policy. Field investigation of water service line material typically involves
“potholing” where the contractor physically exposes and inspects the service
line on both sides of the curb stop. The selected contractor will perform test
pitting/ potholing by excavation using a mini-excavator and hand tools.
Observing a service line would require disturbing soil, landscaping, or
pavement (i.e., excavating to observe a curb stop) on private property. Letters
will be mailed to property owners to notify them of the anticipated work
dates and areas to be disturbed prior to working on their property.

2. Update Town GIS Database - Visual inspection will include completing a
standard inspection form for each service line and photographing both sides
of the exposed service line if possible. The Town GIS staff will perform a GIS
survey at each service line to improve upon the Town’s GIS database, which
is used frequently by DPW staff.

3. Curb Stop Replacements - Based on the results of this field investigation, the
Water System staff will replace curb boxes as necessary using the existing
Water System budget.

4. Traffic Control: The Contractor shall provide traffic control as needed when

operating within the roadway.

5. Site Restoration: All excavations will be backfilled and compacted in
accordance with Town of Durham policy. All surficial material including
pavement, concrete, and landscaping will be restored to its original or better
condition in accordance with Town of Durham policy.

6. Future Capital Project Planning - The Water System may use the results of
this project to plan future water main replacements as necessary. These
potential upgrades would be associated with future Town Capital
Improvement Plans (CIP).

The purpose of this Council Communication is to request approval to submit a
Wastewater State Aid Grant (SAG) application to NHDES in the amount of
$185,662.20 for the construction of the Madbury Road Complete Streets Phase 1
Water and Sewer Improvement Project. This grant amount reflects the portion of the
overall project costs that were eligible for grant (please see additional details below).

Project Description

The construction and engineering contracts for the Madbury Road Complete Streets
Phase 1 Water and Sewer project were approved on March 4 2024, in the amounts of
$2,281,044.95 to JP Cardillo and $250,000 for VHB construction engineering services.
These were a part of the larger overall Madbury Road Complete Streets project that
also includes the design and construction of new pavement, sidewalks, ADA

compliant ramps and crossings, improved signalization, lighting, pavement
markings, traffic calming, and pedestrian and cyclist accommodations.

The condition of the Madbury Road sewer main between Main Street and Route 4
was assessed by video inspection in the fall of 2021 and with input from wastewater
division town staff. Based on this assessment, we identified the sewer mains in poor
condition (root intrusion, collapsed pipe, obstructions, history of problems).

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Phase 1 of sewer work reached final completion on November 14, 2025, and
included replacement of sewer mains and services on Madbury Road between Main
Street and Davis Court (just north of Bagdad Road) and replacement of a sewer
main that extends from Madbury Road down Madbury Ct to Strafford Ave. Many of
the existing sewer mains along the Madbury Road corridor were backlot sewer
mains. For ease of maintenance, these were relocated to within the Madbury Road
Right-Of-Way during this project. The 6" and 8" existing sewer mains were mostly
clay pipe; these were replaced with 8" PVC pipe. Sewer manholes were replaced
with new precast structures.

SAG Eligibility

Wastewater State Aid Grants provide funding to assist construction and engineering
of wastewater infrastructure projects in New Hampshire. SAG funding is structured
to provide reimbursement funding for completed projects and only accepts
applications after a project is considered complete. NHDES reimburses 20 percent of
“eligible” costs, which are those for design and construction of wastewater
infrastructure and facilities. When a project scope encompasses more than just
wastewater upgrades (such as water), only the wastewater infrastructure upgrade
portions of those projects are considered eligible.

Of the total Madbury Road Complete Streets Phase 1 Water and Sewer Improvement Project
costs, $928,310.98 was related to wastewater infrastructure improvements and therefore
considered eligible under this grant program. The Town of Durham was notified by NHDES
that we may receive 20% reimbursement of the eligible project costs, therefore this
application is requesting $185,662.20.

In New Hampshire, Wastewater State Aid Grant (SAG) funding is strictly contingent
on state budget approval. Municipalities are reimbursed 20% to 30% for eligible
infrastructure project costs, but payouts depend on biennial budget appropriations
and final authorization by the Governor and Executive Council. The Town of
Durham has a successful history of receiving SAG funding from NHDES. The table
below provides examples of State Aid Grants we have received over recent years:
